“I'm a bass player by nature and that
song is all about the bass line; every hook is played by the bass.”

Shimkin recorded versions of the song with male and female vocalists
and ultimately decided to blend the two with the male voice taking the
lead. “Although the spot is for Playtex, we felt there was no reason it
couldn’t be a man’s voice singing,” he said. “Yet, we really liked the
effect of mixing the female vocals into the chorus. In the end, we
recorded a second female vocalists and mixed her vocals in as well.
That made the chorus sound big and kept the ‘family’ in the Sly and the
Family Stone vibe.”
